Housing Constraints and Resources. On February 23, the second Virtual Community
Workshop was held for which 48 people registered and approximately 10 people attended.
Copies of all of the presentations, as well as the Housing Needs and Objectives Survey and
the Strategies to Affirmatively Further Fair Housing Survey, can be found at the 2023-2031
Housing Element website. The draft Housing Element was released for a 30-day public
review on May 19. The Planning Commission held a study session on May 26, and as noted
above, a City Council study session was held on June 7.

Housing Related Communication/Meetings.

e Housing Notification System. The City launched a new Housing Notification System on
January 5, 2021. Those interested in learning about the Housing Element, various housing
programs, housing policies, the availability of BMR units for rent or purchase, and various
programs to assist BMR residents, may sign up to receive periodic information about the
topics in which they are interested. The new system will allow subscribers to modify or
cancel their subscription at any time. All of those that had previously registered for the
older housing notification system were uploaded into the new system. In June, 32 new
subscriptions were added. The following notifications were sent out to the subscriber list in
June:

- June 15: Emery BMR Lottery Update (52% open rate)
- June 17: First Time Homebuyer Workshop (40% open rate)
- June 30: 2022 Below Market Rate Rent, income and Sales Prices (54% open rate)

e Housing Meetings. Staff participated in the following housing related external meetings in
June:

- EBHO Policy Meeting
- HOME Technical Advisory Committee
- AC Collaborative Standing Meeting

e Housing Developers. Staff had communications with three developers during June.

CAPITAL PROJECTS

Parking Management. In June, total revenue rose slightly from the prior month. ParkMobile
revenue was slightly increased from May but the revenue from meters and kiosks fell; however,
revenue for citations rose for a net gain from May to June. For June, revenue was as follows:

e ParkMobile Payments - $7,009
e Meter Payments - $14,156

e Citation Payments - $17,223

e TOTAL REVENUE - $38,388

With expenses averaging $40,100 a month, the monthly deficit was previously $7,000 or about
20% of the expenses prior to breaking even in March; this month the deficit is less than 5%.
Capital funds were allocated to the project and are being used to cover the cost of Parking
Officers who also offer support for special events, street sweeping and other parking violations
that extend beyond the Paid Parking Program.
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Grant Management. As noted above, on June 7, staff in Community Development and Public
Works received City Council authorization to submit applications to the calls from projects from
the Alameda County Transportation Advisory Committee (ACTC) 2024 Comprehensive
Investment Plan (CIP), and from the Active Transportation Program (ATP) of the Metropolitan
Transportation Committee (MTC) and the California Transportation Commission (CTC). In all,
ten applications were submitted to four calls in June, for a total of $12.76 million, covering five
projects, as summarized below.

The CTC’s and MTC’s Active Transportation Program applications were submitted June 15. This
included three projects, two of which were submitted to both MTC and CTC, and the third of
which was submitted to the CTC’s Quick Build Call, as follows:

e Shellmound-Christie Loop Study: $1,155,000 (MTC and CTC)
e 40% Street Multimodal Corridor Construction: $8,367,000 (MTC and CTC)
e Quick Build: Doyle Street Village Green construction from 59t to 615t Street: $473,000 (CTC)

Grant applications for five projects were submitted to ACTC on June 30, as follows:

e Emery Go-Round General Benefit, Fiscal Years 2027 and 2028: $1,000,000
e Doyle Street Village Green construction from 59t to 61° Street: $354,000
e Shellmound Christie Loop Study: $1,155,000

e Stanford Greenway Study: $1,875,000

e 40" Street Multimodal Corridor Construction: $8,367,000

In addition, Cultural District funding is being sought from the State by the collaborative of 14
inaugural districts of which Emeryville is one. On June 30, the State budget was approved with
$30 million for investment in, and expansion of, the Cultural Districts. Staff will continue to
monitor this situation to determine whether an allocation is to be made directly to existing
districts, or if Emeryville will need to competitively apply for funds.

At its regular meeting on June 16, the Interdepartmental Grants Coordination Committee
discussed various grant prospects, the status of grant applications that have been submitted,
and the ongoing management of existing grants. Due to COVID-19 precautions, the meeting
was held by teleconference.

San Pablo Multimodal Improvement Project. Emeryville staff participated in a charrette at the
“Star Intersection” at the convergence of West MacArthur Boulevard, Adeline Street, and San
Pablo Avenue with staff from the Alameda County Transportation Commission, Oakland, AC
Transit, and Kimley Horn (ACTC’s Consultant).

Alameda County Transportation Advisory Committee. The ACTAC met on June 9 with staff of
ACTC providing regular updates, including the Direct Local Distribution compliance report
findings.
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PUBLIC ART PROGRAM

Visual Arts Grant Pilot Program. The City Council approved the Visual Art Grants Pilot Program
on March 1; four applications were received by the May 1 deadline and were reviewed by the
Selection Committee on May 10. As noted above, on June 9 the Public Art Committee (PAC)
voted to recommend all four artist submittals for City Council approval; City Council
consideration is scheduled for July 5. The four applicants include:

e Therese Lahaie for installation of a mirrored metal disk to cast bird-like reflections on the
opposing wall on Haruff Street.

e Steve Bronson for a 6-foot by 7-foot portrait of a firefighter and his fire engine for
installation on the south side of Fire Station 35, facing 63" Street, as part of a series of first
responder portraits to be installed in various locations appropriate for each honoree.

e Juan Lopez for a mosaic of sea birds consistent with three prior installations at the
Emeryville Center of Community Life honoring the native habitat.

e Los Pobres Aristas muralists for a community-designed mural at the former U.S. Spring
Building on Adeline Street at West MacArthur Boulevard.

Public Art Initiatives. As noted above, on June 7 the City Council approved installation of a large
mural by Guillaume Ollivier on a facade on Hollis Street north of 63™ Street across from Fire
Station 35. Installation is expected in late July/early August. Therese Lahaie, the artist for Silver
Seedy Nocturne, a motorized work in City Hall bought under the Purchase Award program,
removed parts for repair in May and is expected to restore it in July. Staff recommended PAC
Co-Chair Sharon Wilchar for a County Arts Leadership Award. Notification is expected in
September.

Public Art in Development Projects. In June, staff continued to monitor approximately 20
private development projects that will be commissioning or paying in-lieu fees for $6.5 million
worth of public art. New projects triggering Public Art requirements involve 11 new artworks
expected to be installed in 2022-2023, including murals by Jenny Shraff, Nathan Phelps, and
Joaquin Newman, and sculptures by Mark Bullwinkle, llan Auverbach, and Sofia Ramos. Ms.
Shraff’s murals are now installed at 6401 Hollis Street, while Mr. Bullwinkle’s and Ms. Ramos’s
sculptures are expected to be installed in July.

BROWNFIELDS

In June, staff submitted eligibility forms for the Christie Properties to U.S. Environmental
Protection Agency (EPA) Brownfield oversight staff for review. Forms for additional sites may be
submitted this summer. EPA retains oversight of over $3 million in funds available for
investment in predevelopment of Emeryville Brownfield sites including the Christie Properties,
Site B, and affordable housing development sites on San Pablo Avenue.
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ADMINISTRATION/OTHER

Alameda County Planning Directors Meeting. On June 3, the Community Development
Director attended the monthly meeting of the Alameda County Planning Directors hosted by
the City of Newark and held by Zoom videoconference. The directors got a presentation from
MTC on their Transit Oriented Communities (TOC) policy, received a legislative update from the
League of California Cities, heard about current planning activities in Newark, and shared
information on projects and issues in their respective jurisdictions. The next meeting of the
Alameda County Planning Directors will be by Zoom on July 8, hosted by the City of Berkeley.

CALED Surplus Lands Act Webinar. On June 1, Economic Development and Housing staff
attended a webinar conducted by the California Association for Local Economic Development
(CALED) on the Surplus Lands Act (SLA). The speakers provided an overview of recent changes
to the SLA, which applies to real estate held by local public agencies. The focus of the
presentation was regarding pending legislation that has the potential to further restrict
municipalities’ ability to determine the future use of properties subject to the SLA, and a call for
advocacy to oppose the legislation.

East Bay EDA Innovation Awards Block Party. On June 16, Economic Development and Housing
staff attended the East Bay Economic Development Alliance’s Innovation Awards Block Party, at
the Bridge Yard in Oakland. The event included the announcement of finalists for the East Bay
Innovation Awards to be held at the Fox Theatre on August 4. Emeryville companies were well-
represented once again, sweeping the “Food” category with Petit Pot and Finless Foods both
named finalists, as well as POP Manufacturing in the “Engineering and Design” category. With
over 200 companies nominated from across the East Bay (Alameda and Contra Costa Counties),
for the City of Emeryville to have three of the 20 finalists demonstrates the City’s outsize
strength as a center of innovation.

East Bay EDA Economic Development Director’s Council. On June 23, Economic Development
and Housing staff attended the East Bay Economic Development Alliance’s Economic
Development Director’s Council meeting. Agenda topics included a presentation on the
Microbusiness COVID-19 Relief Grant program from Chabot-Las Positas Community College
staff, an overview of funding programs from the Center for Creative Land Recycling, and
election of the EDD Council Chair-elect for Fiscal Year 2023.
