CAPITAL PROJECTS

Parking Management. In January, total revenue stayed relatively constant, still falling short of
meeting monthly costs. For January, revenue was as follows:

e ParkMobile Payments - $4,976
e Meter Payments - $11,469

e (Citation Payments - $12,320

e TOTAL REVENUE - $28,765

With expenses averaging $40,100 a month, the monthly deficit in January was $11,335 or 28%
of expenses, very similar to December. Both months were noted for sustained inclement
weather for half the month. In March and August, the program broke even; other months had a
deficit of approximately 7-8%. Capital funds were allocated to the project and are being used to
cover the cost of Parking Officers who also offer support for special events, street sweeping and
other parking violations that extend beyond the Paid Parking Program.

San Pablo Multimodal Improvement Project. On January 23, Alameda County Transportation
Commission (ACTC) staff met with Emeryville, Oakland, Berkeley, and AC Transit staff to review
the 35% construction drawings of project improvements, including bicycle, pedestrian, transit,
and loading facilities, along the San Pablo Avenue Corridor in Emeryville and adjacent parts of
Oakland and Berkeley. Jurisdictions discussed maintaining bicycle safety with several design
components designed to maintain some limited loading, right turns, and transit efficiency. The
following day, Emeryville staff met internally to debrief. A paper on loading zone designation
methodology was reviewed by staff in January.

Grant Management. In January, staff submitted a preapplication to the State Coastal
Conservancy and Office of Planning and Research (OPR) for a feasibility analysis and
implementation strategy for an interagency approach to climate risks and habitat restoration at
the Emeryville Crescent. A full application to OPR was begun in January, with City Council
authorization of the grant application to be sought in March. At its regular meeting on January
19, the Interdepartmental Grants Coordination Committee discussed various grant prospects,
the status of grant applications that have been submitted, and the ongoing management of
existing grants.

PUBLIC ART PROGRAM

Purchase Award. Public Works staff retained specialists to determine the necessary
waterproofing strategies for the exterior installation of Art, Mosquito, Grasshopper and Stag
Beetle on Old Town Hall, including on the dome and the walls. Installation is expected in
February.

Visual Arts Grant Pilot Program. Works expected to be installed in 2023 include:

e Therese Lahaie, mirrored metal disk casting bird-like reflections across Haruff Street;
e Juan Lopez, a mosaic of sea birds at Emeryville Center of Community Life; and
e Los Pobres Aristas, a migration themed community mural at the U.S. Spring Building.
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Public Art in Development Projects. In January, staff continued to monitor approximately 20
private development projects that will be commissioning or paying in-lieu fees for over $10
million worth of public art, if all the sites are developed. Emery Cove’s commission of a pair of
stone sculptures, evocative of sails by artist llan Averbuch with integrated seat walls, is delayed
until the end of 2023. Agenus commissioned a mirrored spire sculpture for 6455 Christie
Avenue to be installed in spring 2023.

Cultural District. In November, staff prepared a Five-Year Implementation Report for
Emeryville’s Rotten City Cultural District, and then reviewed it with California Arts Council staff.
On January 27, the California Arts Council unanimously authorized $671,000 for each of the
state designated Cultural Districts to fund three years of operations. Staff plans to bring a
funding agreement and/or a reauthorization application to the City Council for approval after
the process for securing the funds is clarified.

ADMINISTRATION/OTHER

Employee Recognition Event. On January 30, staff participated in an Employee Recognition
Event at Tipsy Putt at 5690 Bay Street, sponsored by Mayor Bauters. The event was well-
attended and afforded staff an opportunity for a “sneak preview” of this unique venue, whose
grand opening was the next day (see below). The Mayor took the opportunity to acknowledge
outgoing Interim City Manager Adam Politzer, and to thank staff for their efforts on behalf of
the people of Emeryville; staff appreciated the recognition.

Tipsy Putt Grand Opening. On January 31, Economic Development and Housing staff
accompanied Mayor Bauters and Vice Mayor Welch at the grand opening/ribbon cutting
ceremony for Tipsy Putt at 5690 Bay Street. Tipsy Putt is a small, independent business with
locations in Sacramento, South Lake Tahoe, and now Emeryville. Tipsy Putt combines mini golf,
local beers, tacos, and a cocktail lounge for a unique experience. The grand opening was
extraordinarily well attended, with more than 600 reservations over the course of the evening.
Tipsy Putt is one of several new food and beverage additions to Bay Street that will be opening
in the coming months, a key component in the revitalization of Bay Street.

Agenus Ribbon Cutting. On January 17, Economic Development and Housing staff accompanied
Vice Mayor Welch at a ribbon cutting ceremony for Agenus at 6455 Christie Avenue. Agenus is
an immuno-oncology leader developing cancer treatments. Through Agenus’ work, patients are
receiving life-saving treatments for cancers that were uncurable just a few years ago. 6455
Christie Avenue is Agenus’ first commercial facility in Emeryville; the company is headquartered
in Lexington, Massachusetts, and the Emeryville facility can take a product from initial research
to final, consumer-ready product. This investment in Emeryville exceeds $100 million and the
facility will employ nearly 150 people. Emeryville has a history of being the home of companies
that make world changing discoveries. Agenus is now part of that tradition, as they will be
manufacturing therapies that save lives around the world.

Welcomes and Farewells. On January 17, Community Development staff took part in a “meet
and greet” for our new City Manager Paul Buddenhagen. The event also served as a farewell to
Interim City Manager Adam Politzer, who is going back into retirement, and Human Resources
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Director Trish Raver, who has taken a position as HR Director of Walnut Creek. Welcome Paul,
and adieu to Adam and Trish; thank you for your service to Emeryville; we will miss you!

City Manager Introductory Meetings. In January, Economic Development and Housing staff
began coordinating introductory meetings between new City Manager Paul Buddenhagen and
Emeryville business leaders. This activity is expected to continue over the next several months.

Councilmember Briefing on ECAP. On January 13, staff met with Councilmember Kalimah
Priforce to brief him on the history and status of the Emeryuville Citizen Assistance Program
(ECAP).

eSkootr Championship Race. As previously reported, on November 1 the City Council
authorized the execution of a nonbinding Letter of Intent with WES Management, the organizer
of the eSkootr Championship Race Series, to negotiate an agreement to host an eSkootr
Championship event in the City. The eSkootr Championship Race Series is the world’s first
electric scooter racing series. In January, staff worked to negotiate an Event Hosting Agreement
for the event, to be held in September or October of 2023. The Event Hosting Agreement is
expected to be presented to the City Council for consideration in February.

Finance Director Interviews. On January 11, the Community Development Director participated
in interviews of candidates for Finance Director.

eTRAKIT. On January 10 and 24, the Community Development Director and staff of the Building
Division met with the Assistant City Manager, IT, Public Works, and Finance to discuss the
progress of implementation of the eTRAKIT module, which will allow on-line public access to
our permit tracking system for application submittal, payment, and information.

Accessory Dwelling Units in Multi-Unit Buildings. On January 24, staff met with the City
Attorney’s Office to discuss the regulations pertaining to Accessory Dwelling Units (ADUs) in
multi-unit buildings.

Assistant Planner Recruitment. On January 17, our new Assistant Planner, Alyssa Chung, began
work in the Planning Division. Alyssa will be the “face” of the Planning Division at the front
counter, and will handle all “minor” Planning applications, as well as some Planning
Commission cases. Alyssa has a degree in City and Regional Planning/Anthropology and
Geography from Cal Poly San Luis Obispo. Most recently, she has worked for three plus years as
a Planner with Urban Planning Partners (UPP), a local planning consulting firm that we have
used for many years for environmental review and other planning projects. In fact, as a Planner
with UPP, Alyssa has worked on several Emeryville projects, including the Bay Street grocery
store, the Marketplace Redevelopment Project, and the EIR for the Onni mixed use project. She
also served as a contract planner for Redwood City, doing things very similar to the duties of
the Assistant Planner in Emeryville, so she was able to “hit the ground running”. Welcome
